+ Involvement in extracurricular activities.
¢ Support of community and family life goals.
¢ Content of essay.

Other Issues:
+ Applications will be submitted to the selection committee in an anonymous format and
graded on the criteria mentioned above.
¢ Applications will be accepted no sooner than April 2" and no later than April 16, 2018.
+ Notification process will begin on or before May 13, 2018.
+ If name(s) appear anywhere other than the Personal Information Sheet the applicant
will be disqualified.
